REPORT LYCÉE PASTEUR 

ORGANIZATION AND ACTIVITIES

 TIME PROJECT 2000

In 2000, the Lycée Pasteur participated in Time Project by translating the site into French (11th and 12th grade students and teachers), in local activities around the Peace Manifesto (8th and 10th graders, teachers and librarians), the Unite the Nations game (8th graders) and Classroom Twinning (10th graders). We also became home base for French speaking countries.

Translation of Site from English into French

11th and 12th grade students did this on a voluntary basis. Each student or pair of students was given one page to translate, which was later reviewed by the teachers and sent to headquarters to be incorporated into the site.

Local Activity 

We used the Peace Manifesto as the backbone to activities at different phases throughout the year: building awareness, communicating and finally incorporating the points in a personal production. 

Building Awareness (August) 

First, we printed the manifesto in the 5 different languages that are taught at school (French, Portuguese, English, Spanish and German). The teachers of each subject distributed it to the students in class so the same students (4eme) discussed the

Manifesto in at least 4 different languages. This provided them not only with content and topics to discuss but was also a useful activity in translation and brought awareness to the common and different points in each language. A sense of unity, of working towards

the same goal was created as the different language teachers gathered around the same work. 

Communication (two first weeks of September) 

Then, each group of students was responsible for one point of the manifesto, which was written in capital letters in the different languages on a big white sheet of paper...like a true manifesto. These papers were stuck all over the school calling the attention of

all who went by. The students from the whole school were invited to come to the library to sign the manifesto online. The students from the classes involved took turns in the library during breaks to explain and orient the others. 

Production Cartoons (16th to 20th October) 

The librarians as part of their own project "Lire en Fête" invited French cartoonist Emmanuel Lepage for a workshop on cartoons. We linked the Peace Manifesto and Time to this project as students used the points of the Manifesto they had worked upon as background to their stories. Each group chose to illustrate one or more particular points of the Manifesto.  Each plot was worked in French classes, environmental issues were discussed in Science, some cartoon techniques in English, perspective in Math, drawing in Art classes and the making of the cartoons took place during the third week of October. There was also a round table with Brazilian cartoonists during which students and parents asked questions on if/how the artists transmit their views on global issues through their work. 

In Portuguese classes, 9th graders (3ème) produced booklets with stories and pictures illustrating how to live better based on debates held in class.

Classroom Twinning (16th November) 

Students from high school read the points of the Manifesto and discussed them further in class linking them to the different materials and texts in their books so as to prepare the vocabulary and ideas for the Classroom twinning discussions. 

One week before the actual twinning they formed groups and wrote their profiles, which were sent to the different schools together with their photographs.

On Thursday 16th November 60 10th graders were divided into three different teams. One team monitored the 8th graders in the game Unite the Nations, one team stayed in class discussing the topics put forward, taking notes while another team communicated with other schools on the forum online. Every two hours the teams switched their roles passed their impressions and notes to the new group. In the afternoon, the summary of the discussion led among them was put on the forum and sent to the participating schools.

Unite the Nations (June and November 16th)

75 students of the 8th grade worked on the Unite the Nations game. In June they made a research online and in the library looking for different questions about Brazil. They worked in groups of 5, with each group producing 5 questions on the different topics. The teachers corrected the questions and sent them to Time project. On November 16th the different groups got together in the library at 8:00 am and worked the whole morning looking for the answers to the questions. Each group was monitored by a 10th grader. Teachers and librarians also helped. At midday, the monitors compared the answers of the different groups and decided which to send in.

Home base activities

Communication was sent to different French-speaking schools, the questions for Unite the Nations from Senegal were translated into English and an E-group was opened to exchange information in French.  
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Pages illustrating the different activities and participating students were displayed online.  

All questions for the Unite the Nations game about Brazil were also put online together with the answers.
Final report, photographs of activities and participating students were sent to headquarters.

Impressions

Classroom Twinning is for us one of the most exciting activities as it gathers students from different parts of the world debating current issues. On the actual day, however, the forum got too crowded and students were frustrated as most did not feel they were communicating. 

In addition to this, for us in the southern hemisphere, the school year is at its end and a week before the actual Time day the students are already involved in exams and leave school beginning of December, which makes it difficult for them to maintain a correspondence.

Suggestion: voluntary students from home bases can start corresponding before. A monthly forum could be envisaged.

Unite the Nations game was a success and students reacted well to it – both preparing the questions about Brazil and answering about other countries. They were eager to know the answers and how they ranked among other schools. The new rules introduced this year were fair. 

The local activity was very fruitful as it extended throughout the year and it was nice to link two projects.

As for the home base activities I need some more feedback on what I did. 

Suggestions for new activities in 2001

· Create a bi-monthly newspaper/magazine online called Our Time with articles/photographs submitted by students from different countries on topics related to their culture and country

· Have an ongoing Time forum for willing students who will meet once a month.
